Offices Available
1. Class President (Freshman)
The Class Presidents shall perform the duties of Chief executives of their respective classes. The Class Presidents shall preside over class meetings, and shall be responsible for appointing class committees, reporting class activities to the entire Student Government, and shall be in charge, under the Student Government, of class projects. The Class Presidents must attend executive board meetings and Student Government meetings. The Class Presidents must work with class advisors and the Vice President to appoint eight Class Senators for their respective grade level. The Class Presidents shall have further powers, duties, and limitations as assigned by the Student Government.
2. Class Vice President (Freshman)
The Class Vice Presidents shall exercise the powers and duties of the Class Presidents in their absence. The Class Vice Presidents shall assist in class activities and attend all executive board meetings and Student Government meetings. They will work in conjunction with the class advisors and Class Presidents to elect Class Senators. The Class Vice Presidents shall have further powers, duties, and limitations as assigned by the Student Government.
